By Facebook, Inc. Fast, free, reliable way to stay in touch with others. Send messages without opening Facebook. Send photos and other files privately. Record voice messages and video messages and send privately. Text phone contacts even if you are not Facebook friends. 
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YouTube
	
By Google, Inc. Watch, stream and discover video content online. Subscribe to video channels or create your own.

Social Networking service. See what friends are up to. Share updates, photos and video. Make comments and interact with postings by friends and others.
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Snapchat
	By Snap Inc. A social networking app that lets you send self-erasing photos and messages. It also allows you to track where your fellow snapchatters are (and vice versa) as well as stay up to date with news and the views of others.
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Instagram
	
By Facebook, Inc. This is a photo and video sharing social networking service. It allows you to create your own photo gallery or “feed” and follow the feeds of other instagrammers. Your photos can also be shared on other social networking sites, eg. Facebook
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Whatsapp
	
This is a free messaging app available for smartphones. It lets you message and call friends and family by using your phone’s internet connection or Wifi so you do not have to pay for every message or call you make.
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
