	Part 1 – overview

	Course description. Course focus and content, number of hours, place in overall program, pathway  to further courses, accredited training or employment

	Delivery: 2.5 hrs x 20 weeks + community event to launch 
The course delivery will be based on the requirements of the Victoria Walks walking maps initiative. Participants will learn to plot, map and document a walking route. They will need to utilise literacy and numerical knowledge as well as building on IT and desktop publishing skills to design and produce a site specific walking map.Students will map a walking track of the estate as well as providing site specific information and documenting local sites of interest, historical significance as well as community art spaces. This information will then be used to produce a flyer that will be reproduced and distributed to local community networks and agencies within and out of the estate.  This will be a basis for the confidence and motivation to use those skills outside of the learning environment or to undertake further pre accredited training. The course also aims to bridge the transition to further education and employment.



	Planning and consultation. Process undertaken for course development/improvement

	The Walk and Learn course has been designed as a way to engage students to develop & extend their skillbase By applying a practical  component to the course students see a purpose for the skills already gained and if not yet known, an impetus to learn new skills to achieve an outcome.
 Angliss Neighbourhood House has consulted and collaborated with Victoria Walks (primary funding comes from VicHealth – The Victorian Health Promotion Foundation.) and the City of Maribyrnong to produce a pre accredited training course that would be based on the Victoria Walks walking map initiative. This program focuses on making changes in our social, economic, cultural and physical environments to improve everyone’s health and wellbeing. Walking is a great way of increasing physical activity and combating obesity, traffic congestion, pollution and a host of preventable diseases. 

Our aim for this course is that participants will work as a team to produce an Angliss Estate walking map that will be provided to local residents as a resource that supports health and wellbeing as well as helping to build connections within the neighbourhood. It will support the message for more liveable communities, walking for transport and walking as a path to healthy people.
